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Article 1
Students should exempt credits in accordance with National Taipei University of Technology Rules for Credit Exemption (the Rules).
Article 2

The Rules apply to credit exemption for the following students.

1. New students who have studied in universities or colleges.
For students in the two-year bachelor’s degree programs: Having studied in the third or higher year-level in accredited domestic or foreign universities or independent colleges, or in two-year programs in accredited technical institutes, yet having not obtained the degree.

For students in the four-year bachelor’s degree programs: (1) Having studied in accredited domestic or foreign universities or independent colleges, yet having not obtained the degree. (2) For students who have studied in colleges yet have not obtained the degree, the total required credits should remain the same even if they apply for credit exemption. To satisfy the credit requirement after credit exemption, they are allowed to register for relevant courses approved by the department heads and the Division. 
For Students in master’s degree programs: Having studied in master’s programs in accredited domestic or foreign universities or independent colleges, yet having not obtained the degree.

For Students in the PhD degree programs: Having studied in PhD programs in accredited domestic or foreign universities or independent colleges, yet having not obtained the degree.

2. New Students who have obtained credits in continuing study programs in accredited domestic or foreign universities or independent colleges.

3. Students who have obtained credits in foreign universities or independent colleges in accordance with the University’s Rules regarding Studies and Academic Status during the Period of Student Study Abroad. 

4. Students who have changed majors.

5. Students in course transition. 
6. Master’s students who have registered in master’s courses and obtained a score of 70 or higher when they were in undergraduate programs. However, such credits should not have been calculated toward graduation in the undergraduate programs. 

7. PhD students who have registered in PhD courses and obtained a score of 70 or higher when they were in the master’s programs. However, such credits should not have been calculated toward graduation in the master’s programs. 

8. Transfer students.

9. Students in the two-year continuing study programs who have a bachelor’s degree or higher.

Article 3
The University will grant exemption based on the priority of the applied courses. The maximum credits to be granted for exemption is as follows.

1. Individual departments may decide whether to grant exemption and how to calculate exempted credits. The maximum level of exempted credits should be no more than 50% of minimum required credits for graduation prescribed by individual departments, and no more than 60 % for transfer students. For master’s students, the thesis credits should be excluded from calculating the minimum required credits for graduation. However, this rule does not apply to students who register in the BA-MA programs.
2. After being granted exemption, the term of study should be no less than two years for students in the four-year bachelor’s degree programs, no less than one year for students in the master’s degree programs or two-year bachelor’s degree programs, no less than two years for Ph.D students, and no less than three years for students in the direct Ph.D programs.

3. Students in the two-year continuing programs who have received a bachelor’s or higher degree may apply to exempt similar courses they have taken. The number of exempted credits should be no more than 9 for professional courses and no more than 6 for general education courses. 

Article 4  
New students who have studied in universities or colleges and are granted to exempt a certain level of credits as follows may apply to study in a higher year-level in the first semester they enroll.
1. For students in the four-year bachelor’s degree programs, they may apply to study in the second year-level if they are granted the exemption of 40 credits, and the third year-level if they are granted the exemption of 60 credits.

2. For students in the two-year bachelor’s degree programs, they may apply to study in the fourth year-level if they are granted the exemption of 32 credits.
Article 5

Both required and elective credits can be exempted.

Article 6:

Credits should be exempted in accordance with the principles below.

1. Credits can be exempted for courses with the same title and content as previously taken courses.

2. Credits can be exempted for courses with different title but the same content as previously taken courses.

3. Credits can be exempted for elective courses with different title and content but similar to previously taken courses.

4. Credits cannot be exempted for courses taken in the first to third year-level in the five-year college which are equivalent or similar to high school or vocational high school courses. 
5. Credits cannot be exempted for professional courses taken more than 10 years ago. 

Article 7

The exemption of courses with different credits from previously taken courses is regulated as follows.

1. Where the credits of the exempted course are less than the previously taken course, the exempted credits granted should be based on the former.

2. Where the credits of the exempted course are more than the previously taken course and there are relevant courses which the students can take to make up the insufficient credits, the exemption is granted after the students take the relevant courses; Where the credits of the exempted course are more than the previously taken course and there no relevant courses which the students can take to make up the insufficient credits, exemption is not granted.
Article 8 

New students (excluding graduate students and international students) meeting the qualifications in Article 2 should apply to the division in charge of preliminary review for credit exemption within two weeks of the first or second semester of their first school year. Application for credit exemption should be no more than twice. 

The General Education Center, the English Department, the Physical Education Office, the Military Training Office, or the Division of Student Affairs should be responsible for the preliminary review of credit exemption for the common courses within their respective authorities. Individual departments should be responsible for the preliminary review of their professional courses. The Division of Academic Affairs is responsible for the final review and for notifying students of the review results.
Article 9

The constraints in Article 6 do not apply to credit exemption for courses in foreign institutes provided that the University has approved the students to study in the foreign institutes in advance.

Individual departments are authorized to decide whether to grant credit exemption for the courses in foreign institutes. The rules regarding the upper limit of inter-departmental course registration do not apply here.

Article 10

The divisions or departments responsible for preliminary review may request students to provide information for the previously taken courses or may interview the students. Where individual departments have stricter rules, the stricter rules shall apply. Exemption is not granted if the students do not pass the review. 

Article 11    
The General Education Center or individual departments may request students to provide information for the previously taken courses or may interview the students. Where individual departments have stricter rules, the stricter rules shall apply. Exemption is not granted if the students do not pass the review. 

Article 12

The grades of the previously taken course will not be calculated toward the semester grade. The grades of the exempted courses will show up as “exemption.”

Article 13

The actual registered credits after exemption each semester should comply with the minimum prescribed in the University’s Academic Policies.

Article 14

Credit exemption for physical education and military training shall be governed by relevant rules. 

Article 15

Where the University does not provide required courses or change the title or the credits of required courses, the divisions or departments responsible for preliminary review may select similar courses for transfer students, students in course transition, or students who need to reregister the required courses. The required credits for graduation should remain the same as prescribed by the University’s Academic Policies. .  
Article 16 

The University’s Academic Policies should apply if there is anything not regulated by the Rules
Article 17 

The Rules are enacted by the Administrative Meeting. Any amendment should follow the same procedure.
